THE COMPLEXITY OF A TERRITORY, ITS TRANSFORMATIONS IN THE HISTORY,
MEMORIES AND EMOTIONS CAN BE DISSEMINATED THROUGH INTERACTIVE
NARRATIONS THAT DIRECTLY INVOLVE ONLINE COMMUNICATION. THE
RESEARCH EXAMINES THE ROLE OF INTERACTION DESIGN AND SOCIAL
COMMUNICATION APPROACHES IN THREE CASE STUDIES (CERCHIO DACQUA IN
SABBIONETA, URBAN GENOMA IN MILAN AND #SACRIMONTISOCIAL IN THE
NINE S4CRI MONTI OF PIEDMONT AND LOMBARDY) WHICH IMPLEMENT
DIFFERENT VISUAL NARRATION TOOLS, SUCH AS INTERACTIVE MAPS,
TERRITORIAL BRANDING, AND SOCIAL COMMUNICATION, IN CULTURAL
HERITAGE EDUCATION.

Cerchio d’Acqua. Territorial branding and Interaction design, the
art of drawing for interactive visual narrations

Sabbioneta is a famous renaissance ideal town, founded in the XVI
century by Vespasiano I Gonzaga, which is today part of the Unesco
site of Mantua and Sabbioneta together with the surrounding territory.
The particular design of the town is the most recognizable mark in the
territory, but another interesting sign is drawn by the historical water
system, called Arginelli Circondariali. This complex water system is
an 18 km ring around Sabbioneta and it has been building during four
centuries — from 1100 to 1558 (Bonfatti 1857) — in order to prevent the
frequent floods of the two main near rivers: Po and Oglio. Although
Arginelli are recognized as a relevant element of the rural landscape of
Sabbioneta for the historical and naturalistic value, the canal system is
not sufficiently appreciated. During the last century, new flood pre-
vention works and infrastructures have made the maintenance actions
of Arginelli obsolete, thus making the system vulnerable to environ-
mental degradation. The peculiar path of Arginelli offers instead an
interesting track on which building a naturalistic pedestrian and bik-
ing routes to discover the cultural rural landscape of Sabbioneta. For
this reason, Officinall, Amici dell Ambiente di Sabbioneta — a local
association for the cultural landscape promotion — and the Municipal-
ity started Cerchio d’Acqua, a project that aimed to enhance and di-
vulge the importance of the historical system of Arginelli circondari-
ali. The project aimed to involve citizens with events, meetings, and
an active online presence.

The first step consisted in the development of a territorial brand for
Cerchio d Acqua, a logo and a graphical identity that conveys the val-
ue of the project. Indeed, territorial/place branding is the act of com-
municating the value of a place. Beyond the marketing purpose, place
branding involves the creative process of conveying the cultural land-
scape through the sign/symbol. The art of drawing becomes the essen-
tial part of proper the communication and narration of the place; the
complexity of the territory is concentrated in a single sign/symbol

which conveys the identity of the tangible and intangible cultural land-
scape. Concerning the building of a stronger local awareness, a proper
graphical identity could also be used as an active tool in territorial
development (Eidelman, Fakhrutdinova 2016); giving to a place a
recognizable brand could enhance the awareness of local people and
tourists on the relevance of the cultural heritage worth to be preserved.
The brand identity of Cerchio d ’Acqua (fig. 1) focused on a recogniz-
able mark that conveys a stronger belonging to Sabbioneta by the draw
of the peculiar sign of the city walls; and the relation to the water
protection. The graphical identity aimed to make the project recogniz-
able. It was used in printed and online communication such as the
website and on the main social networks.

The project website (www.amiciambientesabbioneta.it/cerchiodac-
qua) offers a visual narration of Sabbioneta, Arginelli and the sur-
rounding rural landscape which is driven by the user interface of the
website itself. During the navigation experience users can learn about
the cultural landscape (fig. 2); the interaction with the website struc-
ture, composed by infographics, icons, and images, drives users to
discover contents and information of the cultural heritage, such as
quantitative and qualitative data, aerial videos and 360-degree imag-
es. Concerning the geoblog (fig. 2), the narration and education of the
cultural landscape become more immersive. Users are guided on the
interactive map in which they can learn the critical and positive plac-
es, and also report positive or negative situations in order to drive
municipality and associations to act.

Concerning the activities of Cerchio d Acqua, the graphical identity
together with the website were essential tools in the dissemination of
the project. Events, meetings, and activities were promoted by printed
and online communication. Cerchio d Acqua brand has given to Arg-
inelli a relevant role within the cultural landscape of Sabbioneta. The
graphical identity is a recognizable sign on the territory that marks the
actions aimed to preserve the rural landscape. The visual narration of
the website and the geoblog offers an interactive and immersive tool
that can be used on-site which engages users in landscape preserva-
tion. To obtain a functional visual storytelling and a geoblog accessi-
ble for all audiences, the website development needed a propaedeutic
designing step in which interaction design principles played a relevant
role (Murray 2011, Benyon 2014). The interaction itself became part of

the learning experience. The study and the analysis of the possible
interactions were performed through the designing and organization
of the contents in order to develop efficient user experience and intui-
tive graphic interface (fig. 3).

Urban Genoma. Builnding an interactive storytelling with
historical maps and museum collections

Urban Genoma provides tools to build interactive narrations for cul-
tural heritage education. The web site www.urbangenoma.it (fig. 4)
offers documents and an interactive web HGIS to organize public his-
tory initiatives that aim to develop immersive learning tours of the
urban tangible and intangible cultural landscape (Maranzana et al.
2015). The web HGIS provides a georeferenced database that gathers
historical information (such as photos, paintings, sculptures, and
texts) organized in thematic layers. Beyond the simple mapping of
contents, the development of the interactive layers included the re-
drawing of elements and information from historical maps and texts in
order to visualize the evolution of the cultural heritage during history
(Maranzana et al. 2015). Users can perform an interactive visual nar-
ration on-site in which they can filter contents by topics and historical
period. Similarly to the previous case, Urban Genoma aimed to be

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accessible to any audience and a propaedeutic designing step for the
development of an efficient interface was needed (fig. 5).

The test of the interactive map was performed in Milan in October
2017 during the exhibition Milano Citta d’Acqua promoted by Econo-
mia e Sostenibilita, Exponiamoci, Spirale d’ldee, and Fondazione
Cariplo. During the event, Urban Genoma provided a learning tour to
discover the cultural heritage of Navigli and the relevant role they have
been played in urban history. The tour was set along the historical path
of Cerchia Interna — from Darsena to Palazzo Morando —in 21 stages
in which participants could compare the actual urban landscape with
historical views, such as paintings and photos from Palazzo Morando
collections. Moreover, they could visualize the evolution of the water
system on the interactive map. The visual narration of the territory

takes place through an interactive and immersive experience in which
the images from the past and the redrawing of historical maps became
the key to read the actual urban landscape and how it has changed
during history.

SacriMontiSocial. Social networks communication and traditional
frameworks to drive cultural heritage education

SacrimontiSocial was a research project that involved high school
students in cultural heritage education and dissemination through
web communication and social networks. About 180 Students from 9
high schools were invited to communicate the cultural heritage of
Sacri Monti di Lombardia e Piemonte with visual storytelling and
digital contents, such as photos, drawing, and texts (Villa 2017).
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Moreover, students were directly involved in surveying tasks, such as
the 3d scanning of the chapels, the 360-degree photo and the aerial
video shooting. The number of contents produced gave the opportu-
nity to develop a dedicated website (www.sacrimontisocial.polimi.it)
in which contents are gathered by categories and location. In addi-
tion, the dissemination process used social networks as the main
communication means; participants could share their experience on
the main social networks such as Facebook, Instagram, Pinterest, and
Twitter with the hashtag #sacrimontisocial. Finally, a selection of
these contents has been collected in a comprehensive paper chart
which was distributed in 2000 copies in high schools and in each
Sacro Monte. The leaflet is the summary storytelling of the entire
project that integrates the traditional framework with the digital ex-
perience. Each Sacro Monte is presented by students’ visual narra-
tions, the map of the site, and a QRcode that links to the dedicated
blog page (fig. 6).

Conclusions

The three case studies offer interesting reflections on how image and
drawing are relevant in cultural heritage education, both in digital
and traditional frameworks. The case of Sabbioneta has shown how a
process of territorial branding with the development of a recogniza-
ble graphic identity plays an essential role in the dissemination of
cultural heritage and on building local awareness. Indeed, the place
brand prompts the identity and the values of the landscape and gives
to the dissemination activities a recognizable mark on the territory.

Notes

The cases studies also show that effective territorial branding in-
cludes proper online communication. Social network communica-
tion, which is based on the potential of the image, requires effective
brands and graphic identities in order to promote on-site and online
activities. Sacrimontisocial experience showed how social communi-
cation is an effective means for dissemination and engagement, espe-
cially for younger citizens. It has also shown that the integration of
traditional means with digital contents is possible and could indeed
enhance the learning experience. Communication through web plat-
forms was also relevant in cultural heritage education because web-
sites offer interactive visual narrations in which qualitative and quan-
titative data are accessible for any audience. Indeed, ICTs could
transform narrations into visual and interactive experiences in which
the different types of media, such as data, photos, videos, 360-degree
images, are organized in an intuitive graphic architecture. Users are
driven in cultural heritage education through immersive digital expe-
riences, visual narrations enriched with interactivity. Hence the de-
velopment of these communication products is strictly linked to the
interaction design principles (Murray 2011, Benyon 2014). User expe-
rience design, which studies humans’ behavior with digital devices,
and user interface design, which translate in graphics the interac-
tions, are increasing their presence in educational and communica-
tion environments. Deepening social network communication and
interaction design approaches could open the art of drawing narra-
tions towards new opportunities that integrate interactivity, immer-
sive experience and the direct engagement of users.
