In this book that was compiled and is named
after “Iofan 130. The Paths of Architecture of
the 1920-1940s” international conference the
authors reflect on the architectural heritage
of the 1920-1940s and the ways architecture
developed afterwards. The biography of the
Russian and Soviet architect Boris Mikhailovich
Iofan (1891-1976) distinguishes him from his
contemporaries: having completed his studies
and started a career in Italy, without joining
any of the architectural associations and trends,
he became one of leading Soviet architects
of the second quarter of the 20t century and
a participant in the most important architectural
events of his time. Research on Iofan’s legacy
is inextricably linked with questions about the
interaction of historical tradition and the avant-
garde, the relationship between the artist and
power, the phenomenon of the “totalitarian art”,
the role of architecture in international relations
on the eve of the Cold War. The radical turn from
the avant-garde to the “critical assimilation of
heritage” and the role of lofan in that process are
receiving new interpretations today. The problem
of determining the artistic value and approaches
to the preservation and restoration of the
architectural heritage of the Soviet period, the
1920-1950s in particular, is notably topical now.
