The Istituto Marchiondi Spagliardi, built in the 1950s in Baggio and long used as a juvenile reform school,
is a rare example of Italian Brutalist architecture designed by the architect Vittoriano Viganoé. The
building is characterized by Vigano's vision of an ideal space for teaching and learning. The architect aimed
to create a school of life, immersed in a garden where there are no physical barriers to prevent the
free-flowing use of spaces, but rather wide glass corridors and environments that encourage social
interaction and communal life. Although damaged by years of neglect, the structure exudes a great life
force and features the wonderful use of visible reinforced concrete for the imposing structures and
pillars of the facade. With this event the building, that was closed in the 1970s and soon fell into a state of
abandonment, will once again be accessible to the international architecture and design public thanks to the
collaboration between MoscaPartners and Milan City Council.

The event consists in guided tours of the Istituto Marchiondi’s architectural structure, organized in
collaboration with the Politecnico di Milano and the GAe Engineering company. Projects by the students
of the Politecnico will also be on show inside the Marchiondi along the route. The exhibition of these works
supports the cultural itinerary of the architectural structure.
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Reforming Future, strongly desired by Valerio Castelli, is now a part of Design Variations 2023 and
showcases the projects created during the master’s course led by Michele De Lucchi and Andrea
Branzi at the Politecnico di Milano School of Design.

The exhibition focuses on the explorative nature of the course led by the two architects in collaboration with
Francesca Balena Arista, Marco De Santi, and Mario Greco, which over the years has tackled important
anthropological themes including misery, chaos, death, Eros, rebellion, diversity, contamination and
freedom. The installations, models and videos made by the students will be on show in the institute along a
specially designed route that creates dialogue and comparison with the architectural spaces, urging
visitors to reflect deeply on our contemporary way of life.

To express the message of the exhibition with visual immediacy, AMDL CIRCLE has created symbolic flags
which, through the language of comics, graphically summarize the ideas of design reform, creating the
scenario for the narration of the exhibited works.

The exhibition is enriched by the contribution of Christoph Boninger from the iF Design Foundation in
Munich, an institution that supports academic research in design and focuses on the future role of design
education and its social responsibilities.

Reforming Future is an opportunity to look for answers but is also a starting point for reflection on the future
of design teaching and its social implications.
